If you are considering making an alteration to a
property, or developing land located within or
around conservation area boundary, the adopted
character appraisal document is an essential point
of reference. The purpose of the appraisal is:

1. to provide an in depth analysis of character
which will inform both planning and
development management at the Local
Authority,

2. to assist property owners and their agents in the
formulation of sensitive development proposals,

3. to assist property owners and their agents in
execution of sensitive alterations allowed under
permitted development rights, and

4. to identify potential for enhancement works
within the Conservation Area.
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
