Space lies in a valley between Fontmell Down and the village,
bordered by hedges all round. It is within easy walking distance of
the centre of the village and provides a pedestrian link to the
Down.

Space is close to the centre of the village with ample parking for
visitors.

Space is the single most outstanding feature in the Parish, having a
stream, a lake, a beautiful and extensive garden and listed buildings
dating back to before the dissolution of the monasteries. Friends of

By its very nature, the site is extremely tranquil, offering beautiful
walks by the lake, well away from the main road.

The space acts as a wildlife corridor
leading to Fontmell Down.

Mill race has a hydro-turbine installed to drive a generator,
stimulating much local interest.
