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Introduction

1.

This is Purbeck District Council’s report on community services and facility provision
over the period 15t April 2015 — 315t March 2016. We also include recreation and sports
facilities, in line with Purbeck Local Plan Part 1 Policy CF which is set out below.

In this report we use our adopted planning policies to measure our progress and to
assess how well we are doing.

What are Community Facilities and Services?

5. Page 86 of the Purbeck Local Plan Part 1 (PLP1) lists the following examples of
community facilities and services:

Community facilities comprise services and leisure facilities such as:

Post offices, village/local shops, public houses, garages, cafes, restaurants, village/town
halls, places of worship, nursing homes, rest homes, dental practices, doctors’ surgeries,
health centres, hospices, schools, libraries, child nurseries, museums, performance arts, art
galleries, concert halls, public art galleries and cinemas.

6. However, the list is not exhaustive. As well as the above facilities, this report looks at
other facilities, such as parks and gardens, natural spaces, cemeteries, churchyards,
allotments, play areas, sports halls and swimming pools (see page 87 of the PLP1).

7. We also include facilities that haven’t required planning permission, but that we are
aware have made an important contribution to the local community.

Measuring increases and decreases

9.

10.

Although the targets above refer to net increases and decreases in provision,
guantitative data does not necessarily give us a useful picture. For this reason, this
report will also focus on qualitative data, including improvements to facilities and
services. This may or may not be an increase. It may be a replacement facility, or an
updating of existing facilities. For example, the provision of disabled toilets may make
little difference to the size of a facility (and may even reduce it), but will open the facility
up to a wider range of people. Updated kitchen facilities are another useful way in which
community provision can be improved without necessarily increasing the footprint of the
provision.

In some cases, there may be a loss of one type of facility and an increase in another
type.

Timescales

11.

This report monitors planning permissions relating to provision that were granted over
the period 15t April 2006 to 315t March 2016. The planning application reference
numbers in the appendix refer to the year in which the planning applications were
registered. This is why some of the applications have dates prior to 2006. The dates in
which they were completed may be some years later. For this reason, we have not
divided the data into separate years.

Summary of each geographical area

12.

This report summarises the main points for each geographical area in the district. It
does not describe every single planning application in each area. However, the
appendix lists all of the applications granted since 1 April 2006 and their planning
application number. Full details of each application are available on the Dorset For You
website, following the link to Purbeck’s planning application search.

Geographical Areas

13.

The PLP1 divides the district into five ‘spatial’ areas, which are geographical areas (see
map below). Each geographical area is made up of parishes and settlements as set out
in the table below.

14. Bere Regis Sports Club has upgraded its changing rooms and clubhouse. This has
made a marked improvement to the look and feel of the sports field. The club has been
granted planning permission for an extension to the playing fields to the south.

15. Bere Regis Surgery has extended its treatment room, while Bere Regis School has
expanded to incorporate additional students (changing from a First School to a Primary
School), following a review of all schools in Purbeck. A more recent permission
(2014/2015) has been granted to allow a new school and pre-school to be built at the
end of Egdon Close in Bere Regis.

Briantspuddle

16. Briantspuddle Village Hall Committee applied for planning permission in 2006 to
demolish the existing kitchen and build a small extension to include disabled toilets, a
new kitchen, and a small meeting room. The refurbishment had an opening ceremony
in 2012, and the small meeting room was given the name ‘Jubilee Room’.



17. While not a large extension in itself, the improvements put in place have meant that
small groups have been able to meet in the more energy-efficient and cheaper Jubilee
Room, while the new kitchen facilities have made catering provision easier.

18. Work on the new village hall is complete and the old village hall has been demolished.

19. The D’Urberville Hall two-storey extension now joins up with the ‘Kids of Wool’ building
and not only provides new changing rooms and a new meeting room, but has improved
the appearance of the building. The new meeting room means that there is now a
suitable meeting place for Wool Parish Council.

Lytchett Matravers

21.

Lytchett Matravers has increased its play provision in the village with one new play area
and one extended play area, while the local primary school has increased its sports
provision with a five-a-side 3G synthetic turf pitch and sports hall.

Lytchett Minster

22.

The secondary school at Lytchett Minster has increased its sport and recreation
provision with a full size synthetic turf pitch (STP) and arts centre. To accommodate
this pitch there was a loss of a playing pitch. It has been granted permission for a new
tennis court with the loss of another playing pitch. Improvements have also been made
to the playing fields and related facilities at Lytchett Minster.

Upton

23.

Upton Recreation Ground has gained eight pieces of outdoor fitness equipment. A loss
of one tennis court and been replaced by a Multi-Use Games Area which has increased
youth participation. Upton Heath Estate has increased recreation provision for the
residents in the area, with new play areas and a multi-use games area. Upton has also
seen a planning permission for new parking provision to serve the new Suitable
Alternative Natural Green Space at Upton Country Park.



24. The Greenridge Pub in Upton closed down and a care home has been built on the site.
This represents a loss to the local community, although the new facilities are a gain and
also include retail provision and a community centre.

Harmans Cross

There has been a net increase over the plan period, with a
refurbishment of the Reading Room at Church Knowle, and a
new village hall in Studland. Worth Matravers has a
replacement café. The replacement village hall for Harmans
Cross is now completed. Corfe Castle pre-school has been
extended. Emmanuel Baptist Church has a large new facility
which is rented out to community groups. A new Fossil
Museum at Kimmeridge is complete. A number of
permissions have also been granted in Swanage including
the construction of a new lifeboat station and associated
development, new school buildings and new sports related
facilities.

Losses recorded are the coastguard lookout station at Peveril
Point and the Girl Guide Hut in Swanage.

Increases include new plays areas in Studland and Swanage
and an extension to Swanage Sailing Club, with new storage
area and clubhouse. Corfe Castle Sports club has new
changing rooms and multi-use games area. In addition, the
new secondary and primary schools in Swanage provide
sports and recreation facilities for the town as a whole. We
also have upgraded play areas at Church Knowle, Harmans
Cross, Studland, and St Georges Field and Days Park in
Swanage.

25. The new village hall at Harmans Cross has been a resounding success, with the hall
becoming a new focal point for the community, as well as providing other facilities such

as a wedding venue.
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Kimmeridge

26. As well as a new play area, the community has been granted permission for a fossil
museum and village hall. The following details are taken from their website:

At the heart of this project is a building which has been carefully designed, based upon
the simple shapes of agricultural buildings.

The use of locally sourced building materials will ensure that the building complements
the surrounding architecture and sits comfortably in the beautiful countryside for which
the Isle of Purbeck is famous.

The Centre will have two main areas. Along with the Fossil Museum and Workshop, the
new facility proposes a light, open space that can be used as a classroom and lecture
hall and by the local community. A flexible meeting room will also be available with
internet access that can be used for quiet study as well as meetings and seminars.

Following the introduction of a two-tier system, a number of Swanage parents were
concerned that there would be no school provision beyond the age of 11 for Swanage
children. A free school opened in September 2013 and work is complete on the new
school building in the grounds of the current middle school. A new primary school with
associated facilities has also been provided at Northbrook Road.

The Girl Guide hut in Swanage closed and the land was developed for housing. The
guides are now using a local church for their meetings and activities.

Emmanuel Baptist Church was rebuilt, replacing a much smaller facility. The new
church offers rooms for rental and is a popular place for meetings.
